Dear Margaret,

I write this note as a way of evaluating your performance in RGT 1905 HF during the Fall
semester of 2003. Let me begin by thanking you for serving as a Teaching Assistant in the
course; your stewardship of one of the seminar groups proved an invaluable addition to the
students experience of the course. The course evaluations spoke eloquently to that. Moreover,
your willingness to do one of the lectures in the course showed an eagerness and a capacity to
teach which was noteworthy.

As you know, this letter of evaluation is based on a number of resources. First, I had the chance
to observe your leadership of the seminar on five occasions and so have first-hand experience of
your skills. Second, the student evaluations provided their reflections on your teaching skills;
that was most helpful in my reflection. Last, I was present for your lecture and also had a chance
to speak with a number of the students after the lecture. That provides me with ample grounds
upon which to base this assessment, one which I will put in your permanent file.

To begin with, the overall assessment of your seminar work has been excellent. There was a real
consensus among students that you created a very positive learning environment for them,
something which was very difficult given the wide range of abilities and theological positions
present in the class. All had a sense of being valued, and found the space a safe one within
which to speak. More to the point, the skilful way in which you opened their presentations and
responses to the issues of the course helped them come to a fuller appreciation of the material.
You were always able to encourage them in response to their difficulties, and they had the sense
that you took their concerns seriously. There was an order to the seminar which facilitated such
learning, and your consistent attempt to have all participate was much appreciated; I agree with
their perceptions. Your availability (whether in person or by email) was a significant
opportunity for students to explore their concerns. All of the students understood that you cared
for them and were committed to their learning; they appreciated that greatly. The combination of
personal care and professional demeanor was a real asset for you and for them.

For myself, I have seen a real growth in your sense of leadership within the seminar. While you
were initially quite hesitant to shape the discussions, by the end of the term you had developed
real skills in that regard, skills which both respected the students gifts and perspectives and yet
which challenged them to grow in their learning. That impressed me a great deal. You show all
the signs of becoming an excellent teacher in a seminar context.

Similarly, all agreed that you were both fair and affirming in your evaluation of the written
work in the course. It was quite impressive that there were very few complaints about your
comments or grading. Your written comments were nicely focussed and certainly helped the
students grow in their scholarly abilities; the grading represented a clear balance between
attending to the particular student’s work and comparing that work with the papers written by
others. That is not an easy skill to manage. You can be very demanding in your expectations,
and yet students come to recognize that as a way in which you encourage them to reach their full



potential.

With respect to the lecture on November 18, 2003, again the student comments were very
positive. You had some very difficult material to deal with, both the understanding of sin in its
multiple dimensions and the meaning of conversion. I know how well and thoroughly you
prepared yourself for this, preparing an extensive outline and struggling through the issues likely
to arise in the class. You had a fine pace of presentation and you made the material thoroughly
accessible. You had a good sense of when to stop to field questions from students, when they
might be experiencing difficulties. Students were able to understand what you were presenting;
their questions showed that they had grasped the main point and were moving it deeper for their
own understanding. Your examples were both very practical and yet very well suited to the topic
at hand. Your use of humour helped to create an ease in the class, and you yourself gradually
warmed beyond your initial and understandable anxiety.

I had a sense that you have a real gift for such presenting and that your lecture style would
complement well your one-on-one or small group work with students. You obviously have a
fine grasp of the basic points of Catholic theology and ethics and that served you well in the
lecture. While you experienced some hesitancy around some of the difficult theological
elements, for example the meaning of original sin within the tradition, the foundation upon
which you are building is impressive indeed. You should be proud of your performance; it
shows that you are well prepared for assuming academic leadership when you finish your
studies.

In sum, I thank you for your work during the course. When compared with your work in the fall
of 2002, this year’s efforts were a real improvement upon already fine gifts. I have no doubt that
in the future you will develop into a fine professor. I look forward to discussing these comments
with you.
